One of my favourite courses at Waseda University was
"Culture and Religion in Japan 51" by Professor Trenson.

What | found particularly intriguing about the course was
its in-depth analysis of Japanese traditions, which offered
me a profound insight into the country beyond its
stereotypical image. To me, Japan, often referred to as
"the land of kami" in ancient times, embodies more than
just its renown beauty and culinary delights.

As a philosophy major with a keen interest in East Asian
philosophy, this course was a treasure trove of knowledge
that resonated deeply with my academic interests. |
valued the insights it provided into the evolution of
religions over time, including their intersection with the
people, the state, and politics in Japan.

The course content was incredibly
enriching, providing insights into the integration of
various elements of Shinto, Buddhism, and other religious
traditions (such as Shuugendo, Zen Arts, and Noh theatre)
into different aspects of Japanese culture. This class not
only expanded my knowledge but also deepened my
appreciation for the cultural complexities of Japan. It was
a truly enlightening experience that has left a lasting
impact on me.

In what ways has this scholarship
programme helped you bhetter understand
Japan as a nation, its culture and people?
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I have gained a profound understanding of Japan through
my experiences. Stepping out of my comfort zone and
immersing myself in Japanese culture has not only
significantly enhanced my Japanese language skills but
also enabled me to form deeper and more meaningful
connections with the people here.

One of the most cherished experiences | have had is being
accepted into a Japanese family. Wakana, a Japanese high
schooler whom | met while working part-time as a tour
guide in Singapore, reached out to me again when |
visited Tokyo on this scholarship. | was introduced to her
parents, and our connection deepened when they invited
me to celebrate New Year with them in Toyohashi. This
experience allowed me to witness firsthand the daily life
and interactions of a Japanese family. During my stay, |
had the opportunity to try traditional foods like ozoni and
osechi ryori and participate in cultural activities such as
watching the first sunrise (hatsu-hinode), which
emphasised the importance of familial bonds and
traditions in Japanese culture.

Additionally, engaging in various cultural activities, such
as skiing with my friends from Waseda University and
experiencing the onsen culture in Gunma prefecture,
particularly in Kusatsu onsen, provided me with valuable
insights into Japanese leisure activities and traditions. |
learned that skiing is a common school trip activity in
Japan, similar to compulsory swimming lessons in primary
school. This experience not only introduced me to the joy
of skiing but also deepened my appreciation for Japanese
winter sports culture.
