Your Excellency Mr. Miyake, Ambassador of Japan to Singapore;

Mr. Iwao Kikuchi, newly elected President of the Japanese
Chamber of Commerce & Industry, Singapore;

Distinguished guests;
Ladies and gentlemen:

May I begin by firstly extending, on behalf of the Singapore Federation of Cham-
bers of Commerce and Industry, our warm congratulations to the newly elected
officials of the Japanese Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Singapore as they
assume their term of office. Our goodwill is offered in particular to Mr. Iwao Kikuchi
as he leads Japanese businessmen in Singapore for the next one year. We would also
like to convey our best wishes to Mr. Y. Konii, who has brought credit to the business
community during his long association with the chamber in Singapore.

The Japanese Chamber in Singapore, for 19 years since its establishment in 1969,
has played a significant role in the development of economic links between Japan and
Singapore. Its contribution in the fostering of better understanding of Japanese
business practices and management has led to the realisation that Japanese companies
are in Singapore for the long term and are just as committed to improving the skills
of the local labour force, at both junior and management level.

The perceptible trend in Japanese firms here of greater involvement of the Singa-
pore worker at senior decision-making levels indicates in a concrete manner the con-
fidence entrusted in local expertise as well as the maturity that has been achieved by
the workforce here.

We are aware that Japan is keen, especially in the recent few years, to consider
how it can play an enhanced role in the economic development of the Asean region.
The latest Japanese aid programme, the Asean-Japan Development Fund, was announ-
ced by Prime Minister Mr. Noboru Takeshita at the Asean Summit Meeting in Decem-
ber last year. The programme comprises a financial cooperation package of not less than
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USS$2 billion over the next three years. Aimed at promoting industries in the Asean
private sector, the funds are for the purpose of encouraging economic cooperation
between Japan and the Asean area.

We are glad to learn that, in the channelling of the funds, strong emphasis would
be given to the small-and medium-size Japan-Asean joint venture companies, manufa-
cturing products for export to the Japanese market and utilising resources in the
Asean region. We further note that the funds would be invested for the long term.

Whilst we welcome such programmes as beneficial for the region, we would like
to urge that the actual process of implementationof suclyschemes be carried out in an
expeditious manner. There have been real instances experienced by certain coun-
tries of delays in the disbursement of development assistance from Japan. And this
has taken place in spite of the fact that such aid plans have already been formally
announced and ostensibly put in place. The point is that such snags should not be
permitted to occur as they only serve to mar the sound rapport that is meant to be
strengthened between the two parties and, even worse, they may lead some to believe
that the schemes do not go beyond good intentions.

Last month, I attended a Tokyo Conference on ‘“The Future of the Asian-Pacific
Economy” co-sponsored by the Asian and Pacific Development Centre based in
Kuala Lumpur and the Institute of Developing Economies, Japan. The conference
focused on the future of the Asian-Pacific economy from a global context; and the
role of Japan in strengthening the region’s international competitive position.

It was recognised that Japan, in shaping the future development of the regional
economy, has both complementary and competitive elements. Armed with her invest-
ment, financial and technological power, Japan will remain a dominant force in the
region in future decades. It is imperative therefore that Japan considers carefully the
role it is to assume in the near and long-term future in, firstly, the Asia-Pacific region
and then in the world stage. I believe the Asean private business community would
like to see Japan structure itself accordingly so as to make it possible for both Japan
itself and the world at large to benefit from Japan’s economic success in an equitable
manner.

In a related point, there has been a timely call by the Japan Forum on Interna-
tional Relations, a group of eminent businessmen and academics led by former
Foreign Minister Saburo Okita, for Japan to help ease pressures on the Newly Indus-
trialising Countries by absorbing more products from Singapore, South Korea, Hong-
Kong and Taiwan. This could go some way to prevent the build-up of trade friction
between the NICs and the Western economies.

I would support this viewpoint as it recognises that the dynamism of the NICs
would benefit the rest of Asia and, through this pattern,the entire region’s economic

standards would be raised.

In fact, only earlier this month, the same view has been expressed by Japan’s
Ministry of International Trade and Industry, or MITI in short. MITI produced a
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White Paper endorsed by the Cabinet to the effect that Japan should market aggressi-
vely and absorb products from the Asian NICs, inject investment and provide techni-
cal assistance. Japan’s role in this respect is critical especially if the NICs experience
a decline in their exports to America. We note at the same time that MITI has faced
pressure from certain groups unhappy about increasing Asian imports. We trust the
Japanese government will put into effect the new direction and sense of purpose for
the Japanese economy.

With that thought, may I once again offer my best wishes to the new officers of
the Japanese Chamber as they begin the task of strengthening their business, social
and cultural ties in Singapore. I would, on this eccasion, assure them of the conti-
nued support of the SFCCI as together we strive for better times ahead.

I am greatly honoured to be invited to address your Chamber this evening on the
occasion of your Annual General Meeting.

First of all, allow me to offer my warmest congratulations to Mr Iwao Kikuchi on
his election as the new President of the Japanese Chamber of Commerce & Industry,
I am sure that under the new leadership we will continue to enjoy a close relation-
ship with the Japanese Chamber of Commerce & Industry, and that together we
can aspire towards the mutually beneficial aims of strengthening economic ties
between our two countries.

Japan, a formidable economic force in the world today, is one of Singapore’s
most important trading partners. 1987 recorded a surge of 28% in total trade with
Japan, so far the highest since 1983.

In 1987 imports from Japan amounted to $14 billion — this being one-fifth of
Singapore’s total world imports. Domestic exports to Japan however totalled only
$4.1 billion, and of these 58% can be attributed to petroleum products.

Similarly, in the 1st quarter of 1988, domestic exports to Japan grew by 44%,
compared with a fall of 0.9% in the 1st quarter of 1987, and again refined petro-
leum products comprised almost half of our domestic exports to Japan. Presently
local companies’ products make up a small proportion of total exports to Japan;
Japanese officials in Singapore have identified electronic and electrical products,
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furniture and jewellery as items which Singapore can probably export to Japan
in greater quantities.

I am happy to note that trends may be changing as Japan is adopting active measures
to narrow its trade surpluses. The sharply appreciated yen also makes it for more
advantageous for Japanese companies to locate their production overseas and to
import more on the whole.

Japanese officials in Singapore have indicated that more Japanese companies are
increasing production here and exporting back to Japan to take advantage of the
high yen. More Japanese companies have set up international procurement offices
to buy productions here for their factories around the world, including Japan.
Just last month, Hajime Tamura, the Minister of International Trade and Industry
has urged executives of major export companies to step up efforts to increase
imports as a way of paring down Japan’s worldwide trade surplus. Mr Tamura’s
suggestions were to increase imports of manufactured goods from Japanese produc-
tion facilities overseas, engage in business tie-ups with foreign companies to develop
products suitable for the Japanese market and assist export promotion programmes
in foreign countries.

At the same time, a new five-year plan drawn up by Japan’s Economic Council
also emphasized the need for economic restructuring in order to promote‘‘balanced
national economic and social development’. There will be an overall effort to
restructure the Japanese system to rely on domestic expansion instead of exports
to power growth. A paper presented to Premier Takeshita by the Japan Forum on
International Relations in May also contained the proposal that Japan can ease
pressures on the newly industrialising countries by absorbing more products from
Singapore, South Korea, Hongkong and Taiwan.

All the above statements from the various Japanese officials and organisations
are very encouraging indeed. Truly all eyes of the world, particularly those of the
Asean countries and the NICs, will be watching closely the effects of their imple-
mentation.

In the area of investments, Japan has since 1986 supplanted the US in becoming
Singapore’s top foreign investor. 1st quarter results revealed that Japan invested
$191.2 million in Singapore, constituting 39% of total investment commitments.
I should personally like to see more small and medium-sized companies finding
their overseas partners in Singapore. This is an area in which our two Chambers
can co-operate in matching up the right contacts.

And on this note, I should like to wish Mr Kikuchi and his council members
every success in their new terms of office.

JCCI'S ATTITUDE TOWARDS THE GOVERNMENT’S COST-INCREASE RECOMMENDATIONS

The economy of Singapore registered a negative
growth for the first time since her nation building.
However, due to a series of measures which the Government
implemented to reduce the burden of company's cost, along
with the worldwide business recovery, it is pleasing that
the economy has begun its road to recovery.

During this depressed period, Japanese companies in
Singapore co-operated with the Government and followed its
directions in an effort to overcome the business slump.
And finally, they have begun to see signs of recovery.

The recent economic situation in Singapore have
been influenced by both international and domestic factors.
The exchange rate of Singapore dollars against US dollars
has markedly gone up. In addition, the 19 October 1987
stock market crash has diminished global purchasing
activities. The two factors might seriously impair the
exportability of goods from Singapore.

The situation was further compounded by a shortage
of labor in Singapore, which resulted in higher labor
costs. All these have made it difficult for a company
to thrive in Singapore on its own effort without the

guidance and assistance of the Government.

The Government recently announced a series of
increases in labor costs, namely, raising the employer's
contribution to CPF and SDF, raising the foreign worker's
levy, and withdrawing the rental rebates on factory land.
It is feared that these might lead to a stagnation of
company activities, and in turn, influence the healthy
development of the Singapore economy. It will be

regrettable if such a situation arises.
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It should also be noted that the manufacturing
industry plays a major contributing role in the recovery
of Singapore. It is expected to continue to contribute to
this year's economic development. However, economic
uncertainties still prevail. As such, we earnestly request
that the Government postpone the implementation of the
cost-increase recommendations until Singapore's economy

regain its strength and its international competitiveness.

JCCI'S VIEWS ON THE GOVERNMENT’S RECOMMENDATIONS TO RAISE THE
CENTRAL PROVIDENT FUND AND SKILLS DEVELOPMENT FUND CONTRIBUTION
RATES, THE FOREIGN WORKER'’S LEVY AND THE US DECISION TO GRADUATE
SINGAPORE FROM THE GENERALISED SYSTEM OF PREFERENCES.

Subsequent to the Singapore Government's announcement of its
intention to raise the CPF and SDF contribution rates, the

foreign worker's levy and the US Government's announcement to
withdraw GSP benefits from Singapore, the Japanese Chamber of
Commerce & Industry, Singapore, held numerous discussions and
deliberated intensely on these issues. Our views are appended

below.

1 CENTRAL PROVIDENT FUND

The Japanese business community is supportive of the Government's
move to increase the employer's contribution to CPF.

However, the proposed quantum of increase should not make it
unbearable for business to be conducted in Singapore viably.

We are of the view that an annual increase in CPF contribution
rate of not more than 2% over 5 years would be a more acceptable

option.
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2 SKILLS DEVELOPMENT FUND

Japanese business interests in Singapore are highly supportive
of the Government's thrust to develop a better-trained workforce.
We are therefore agreeable to an increase of from 1% to 2% in

levy on the pay of workers who earn less thén $750 per month.
3 FOREIGN WORKER'’S LEVY

In spite of a levy scheme which was implemented by the Government
last year, the manufacturing sector was able to perform credibly.
This was largely due to the availability of a pool of foreign
workers. '

Existing business interests with a view to expand their investments
in Singapore, as well as potential investors, already face the
extremely difficult task of attracting Singaporean workers to the
manufacturing sector. We feel that an increase in the foreign
workers levy would be detrimental to the growth of the economy and
fear that the past 2 years of the Government's efforts in cost-
restraints may become futile.

In other words, an increase in the foreign worker's levy would

lead to an increase in the starting wages payable to employees.

If a foreign worker can only be made available for employment at

a prohibitive cost, it would be difficult for Singapore to maintain
its competitive edge against the NIC's.

In view of the above, the decision to increase the foreign worker's
levy would be unfavourable. We therefore urge the Government to

review its stand on the issue.

4 GENERALISED SYSTEM OF PREFERENCES

The United States is Singapore's largest trading partner. As such,
the US decision to remove Singapore from GSP from 2 January,

1989 would be a big setback to Singapore. Should the trade benefits
be withdrawn from Singapore, the export-oriented industry, in
particular, the manufacturing sector would inevitably suffer.
Therefore, we strongly urge the Government to continue its appeal

against the withdrawal of Singapore from the GSP Scheme.
